The following tables give historical series of the data
published in the BIS quarterly reports on international banking
developments. Where available, the figures go back to the end of 1973.
However, the information on the banks' assets and liabilities vis-a-vis
individual countries (Table 5) exists only as far back as the end of 1974,
and a reasonably consistent time series of these data is available only as
from December 1978. Moreover, in Table 4, which gives the breakdown of
banks' external assets and liabilities by broad groups of countries, the
data up to September 1975 are partly based on estimates.

The stock data in these tables are expressed in US dollars, with
the banks' positions in currencies other than dollars being converted into
dollars at the exchange rates prevailing on the reporting dates, i.e. at
the respective end-quarter exchange rates. By contrast, the flow figures
derived from these stock data have been adjusted so as to exclude quarterly
valuation changes resulting from exchange rate movements. The method
employed for this valuation adjustment has been to revalue the stock
figures outstanding at the end of a given quarter, using the exchange rates
between the dollar and other currencies prevailing at the end of the
previous quarter. For example, third-quarter flow figures are obtained as
the difference between the end-third quarter and end-second quarter stock
data, both valued at end-third quarter exchange rates.

The individual figures given in the tables may not always add up

exactly to the totals because of rounding.
